Connecting to EM-RX-GDi ‘80’ ECUs

Once you have your version of GWv4 (Calibration software) downloads from the GEMS website and you have successfully installed your license, you can connect the ECU to the Ethernet Port on your PC via a RJ45-USB hub, or via your Ethernet network.
Power up the ECU. (An EM80 has been used in this example, a serial Number of 39462 and firmware 01X27)
[bookmark: _GoBack]In GWv4, click on the ECU tab and select Connection Setup and on the displayed page, click on the ‘Advanced’ tab and ensure that ‘Ethernet is selected. If you then click on the ‘Basic’ tab, the connected ECU will be shown, as below. If more than one device is on the network, verify that you will access the correct device by comparing the # Number.
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Click on ‘Apply’ and then ‘OK. Now from the ECU tab in GWv4, click on the ‘Connect’ option, or the Connect icon at the top of the GWv4 workspace. See below.
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
